Project Description 
 

A central question in experimental psychology is how people perceive the world 
around them using their different senses.  This project, part of a larger study 
funded by the National Science Foundation, will evaluate how vision and touch 
are used together in order to perceive objects that people hold in their hands.  
Virtual reality technology will be used to manipulate how a grasped object 
appears to move by tracking how the object moves and using that computer-
recorded motion to drive the movement of “virtual” objects in real time.  The 
student researcher will run experiments to determine how these manipulations 
influence perception.
